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Retiring Judge Leaves Auburn Municipal Court  

in Good Hands
Judge Joe Bailey has passed on the gavel after years of serving on Auburn’s Municipal Court bench.  Judge 
Bailey has served continuously as Municipal Judge since 1992, but that isn’t the beginning of his story as a 
public servant. While there were gaps of a few months here and there, Judge Bailey also served as presiding 
Judge throughout most of the 1980’s. In all, Judge Bailey has served Auburn’s citizens with a firm and fair 
hand for over 28 years. 

And even with a full career dedicated to Auburn and a well-deserved retirement underway, Judge Bailey’s 
public service continues. While he has retired as Auburn’s Municipal Judge, Bailey will serve as Auburn’s As-
sociate Judge to assist Auburn’s new Municipal 
Judge, Jim McLaughlin. 

A long-time local attorney, Judge McLaughlin 
served for eleven years as Auburn’s Public De-
fender.  Judge McLaughlin was appointed unani-
mously by the Auburn City Council on November 
16, 2010.  Auburn Mayor Bill Ham said “we’re 
fortunate to have a long association with a great 
candidate to assume the Judge’s role. I believe 
that Judge McLaughlin will continue a long tradi-
tion of a fair and open Municipal Court and that 
he’ll work well as a member of the Auburn team.” 
Judge McLaughlin will leave the law firm of Davis, 
McLaughlin and Muncie to dedicate himself to the 
new position. 

Aerial Photography
The timing for a new aerial imagery project is picture perfect for the City of Auburn.  Three years have passed 
since the City updated elevation models, hydrography, building footprints and street layouts in Auburn.  The 
Auburn City Council recently approved funding for an aerial imagery project to be able to locate, identify and 

measure City assets needed to further the City’s 
growth, infrastructure and Public Safety planning 
efforts. Best practice recommendations suggest 
that aerial projects be implemented at least once 
every three years. In an effort to provide significant 
cost savings, the City has coordinated its aerial 
project with the aerial projects of Lee County, 
the City of Opelika, and Auburn University.  This 
group, the Lee County Cooperative, all rely heavily 
on data from aerial projects, but have historically 
pursued them independently.  By taking the lead, 
and spear-heading a cooperative project, the City 
of Auburn will receive data for the whole county 
at a fraction of the cost.  Data collected from this 
project will be shared based on the geographic 
area between Lee County, the City of Auburn, 
the City of Opelika, and Auburn University. Once 
complete, the new aerial photography will be vis-
ible from the City’s interactive maps, available at 
www.auburnalabama.org/maps.

Keeping Fido Friendly
A dog is man’s best friend, but dog owners should make sure their 
pet doesn’t become a neighbor’s worst enemy.  Complaints to 
Animal Control and Police about barking dogs are not uncommon 
in the City of Auburn.  According to Section 4-27 of the City’s ani-
mal control ordinance: “No owner shall permit a dog to habitually 
bark or yelp in such a loud and frequent manner as to annoy and 
disturb the public in the vicinity”.  

Dog owners are responsible for taking necessary measures to 
keep their dogs from becoming a noise nuisance, whether that 
requires giving the dogs extra attention or using humane collars 
and devices that diminish barking.  Neighbors have the right to 
report noise complaints to police if a dog’s barking persists.  If po-
lice are contacted more than three times in reference to a specific 
dog owner’s residence, that owner may be subject to prosecution 
in municipal court.  For more information on how to keep Fido 
friendly, contact the Animal Control Division of the City of Au-
burn’s Environmental Services Department at 501-3090.

Drive Construction
The City of Auburn began the North Donahue Bridge Replace-
ment and Road Construction Project in April 2010. Construction 
on the new North Donahue Bridge, along with the widening of 
North Donahue Drive, is expected to be complete by the end of 
March, 2011. The new bridge will have three traffic lanes and a 
separate bicycle/pedestrian path and will be significantly higher 
than the previous bridge to reduce the risk of flooding.  The bridge 
replacement is a jointly funded project between the City of Au-
burn and Lee County to benefit all area residents by improving 
safety and travel conditions for drivers, cyclists and pedestrians 
who use this important roadway.   

For almost a year, this extensive road project has required resi-
dents living near the construction zone to take alternate routes. 
The City of Auburn would like to thank the residents of Auburn 
and Lee County for the patience they have shown while these 
improvements were underway.

City Recognized for Excellence in Financial Reporting
The Award for Outstanding Achievement in Popular Annual Financial Reporting has been presented to the City of Auburn for its 
Popular Annual Financial Report (PAFR) for the fiscal year ended September 30, 2010.  The Government Finance Officers Associa-
tion of the United States and Canada (GFOA) presented the prestigious national award to the City for its conformance to the highest 
standards for preparation of state and local government popular (short form) reports.

This year marks the 8th year that the City of Auburn has received the PAFR Award. In order to receive an Award for Outstanding 
Achievement in Popular Annual Financial Reporting, a government unit must publish a Popular Annual Financial Report whose contents 
conform to program standards of creativity, presentation, understandability and reader appeal.  Auburn published its first PAFR in 
1996 and was the first City in the State to publish such a document. 

In addition to this award, the GFOA also awarded the Certificate of Achievement for Excellence in Financial Reporting to the City of 
Auburn for its Comprehensive Annual Financial Report (CAFR). The CAFR Certificate of Achievement is the highest form of recogni-
tion for excellence in state and local government financial reporting. 

This year marks the 23rd consecutive year that the City of Auburn has received the GFOA CAFR Award. In order to earn the CAFR 
Certificate of Achievement, a government unit must publish an easily readable and efficiently organized comprehensive annual finan-
cial report, whose contents conform to program standards. The report must satisfy both generally accepted accounting principles and 
applicable legal requirements. 

These awards further validate Auburn’s commitment to financial reporting excellence and transparency in government. 

Traffic Circle Rules
One of the most popular traffic calming devices used in Auburn 
neighborhoods is the traffic circle. Traffic circles function as min-
iature roundabouts and help to redirect cut-through traffic, reduce 
accidents, mitigate the severity of accidents, and reduce speeds 
by as much as 9-10 mph. 

While traffic circles are an effective means of slowing down vehic-
ular traffic, there are several rules for maneuvering around them 
that drivers should keep in mind so that they are utilized safely 
and effectively:

• �All roads approaching the circle are marked with yield signs. Drivers 
approaching the circle should yield to traffic already in the circle.

• �If two vehicles on opposing roads arrive at the circle at the same 
time, the vehicle to the immediate right of the other vehicle goes first.

• �The recommended speed for a traffic circle is 15 mph, allowing  
motorists to maneuver the intersection slowly enough to yield to 
the vehicles already in the circle.  

• �When making a left turn, drivers must go around the circle be-
fore turning left. 

Traffic circles are safe and effective means for slowing traffic 
in residential neighborhoods when drivers understand the rules 
to maneuver them.  Traffic circles are typically installed at the 
request of area residents in accordance with the City’s traffic 
calming policy. For traffic circles to be installed, certain traffic 
criteria must be met, and a petition must be submitted to the City 
indicating the approval of at least 66 percent of affected resi-
dents.
