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Animal Control: ensuring the health and safety of
Auburn residents and companion animals

Here at the City of Auburn, our employees work
diligently to keep you and your family safe—even
the four-legged and furry members.

Our Animal Control Division, housed within the
Environmental Services Department, exists to en-
sure the health and safety of City of Auburn resi-
dents and their companion animals. Whether your
dog digs its way out of the backyard or you're a
first-time pet owner looking for tips to ensure your
animal is happy and healthy while you're away, the
Animal Control Division is available to help.

Chelsea Warner, Krista Weldon and Michele Ault-
man—the City's three Animal Control officers—
responded to more than 1,400 service requests in
2017. If they spot a loose pup while patrolling a
neighborhood or responding to a call, officers work
to return the dog to its owner using its identifica-
tion tag or chip. Once the dog is returned, they talk
with the owner to explore ways to secure the area
to keep the dog from escaping.

During animal welfare calls, our Animal Control offi-
cers’ first course of action is often to work with pet
owners to find solutions to provide adequate care
for their animals. They follow up with the owners
to make sure that improvements have been made.

Animal Control officers make schools visits and
attend community events year round to talk about
the City’s animal-related ordinances, including the
three things owners must provide for their animals:
shelter, food and water. They remind residents to
have their pets vaccinated for rabies, remind them
of leash laws, tell them what to do if a stray dog
approaches and give other tips focused on keeping
everyone safe.

As Auburn’s city limits expand, Assistant Director
of Environmental Services Catrina Cook has helped
Animal Control officers gain experience beyond
cats and dogs. Outreach now includes information
about animals found in rural settings, such as chick-
ens, goats, cattle and horses.

Though Animal Control does not capture wildlife,

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our Animal Control employees serve as a referral service,
helping to connect residents with pest management com-
panies. Animal Control also partners with the U.S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture to resolve wildlife conflicts.

Animal Control FAQ

What do | do if my animal is missing?

Contact Animal Control at (334) 501-3090 or the Lee
County Humane Society at (334) 821-3222.

What do | do if an animal bites me?

Contact the Public Safety Non-Emergency line at (334)
501-3100, and seek medical attention.

Does Auburn have a leash law for dogs?

Yes; an owner must keep his or her dog under restraint
at all times. It is unlawful for a dog to be off its leash
when not on its owner’s property. This includes if the
animal is on another’s property without the property
owner's permission or on public streets or rights-of-way.

Unleashed dogs are allowed in public parks designated as dog
parks, such as Kiesel Park and Town Creek Park, if the dog
is under immediate and effective voice control of the owner.

Does Auburn have rules regarding barking?

Yes; no owner shall permit a dog to habitually bark or
yelp in such a loud and frequent manner as to annoy and
disturb the public in the vicinity.

Public Works Director Jeff Ramsey

retires after 32 years with City
When reflecting on his career with the City of Auburn, the
memories that stick with Public Works Director Jeff Ramsey
revolve around the people connected to each sidewalk, bike
lane and strip of pavement he helped repair or create.

“One of the great things about my job is I've really had the
opportunity to make a difference in people’s lives,” said
Ramsey. “When you see kids walking in the street to school
then you build a sidewalk and they're safe—that’s a big
difference. Those are the things we've been able to do.”

After 32 years’ worth of infrastructure and park and facility
projects designed to better the lives of Auburn residents,
Ramsey will retire at the end of January.

Ramsey began his tenure at the City of Auburn in 1985 as an as-
sistant engineer an academic quarter before he graduated from
Auburn University with a degree in civil engineering. Ramsey
became the City of Auburn’s city engineer in 1996 and added
public works director to his title in 1997. He has served as Au-
burn’s city engineer and public works director for over 20 years.

One of Ramsey'’s first major projects with the City was
the expansion of Glenn Avenue from a two-lane road to
a four- and five-lane road. Over the last 32 years, he has
overseen major parking projects, worked to make Auburn a
Bicycle Friendly Community (designated by the League of
American Bicyclists) and improved the City’s floodplain and
storm drainage management systems, just to name a few.

During the summer of 2015, Ramsey implemented the
Corner Construction project, revitalizing the intersection
of College Street and Magnolia Avenue (Toomer’s Cor-
ner). With a tight construction window, he oversaw every
detail to ensure the project remained on schedule.

Ramsey has worked to maintain quality traffic flow as Au-
burn has grown. He has helped cast a vision for the future of
Auburn and has implemented plans to bring them to fruition.

“Jeff has had a fabulous career with Auburn and has made
a huge impact on our community,” said Assistant City Man-
ager Kevin Cowper. “He has spearheaded dozens of infra-
structure projects and has a keen ability to take projects
from vision to reality. During his time as city engineer, he
has developed a top class engineering and public works pro-
gram, and the many lives he has touched is his real legacy.”




New spillway at Lake Ogletree

ensures safe, reliable water
Construction of a new spillway at Lake Ogletree, the City
of Auburn’s primary drinking water source, was completed
in November 2017.

Lake Ogletree was created in the early 1940s with the
construction of the original dam and spillway. The previ-
ous spillway was modified twice, once in 1971 and once in
1991. Over the last 15 years, the spillway began to show
signs of age, and construction began on the new $16 mil-
lion spillway in November 2015.

The new spillway sits at a slightly higher elevation than
the previous one, increasing the storage capacity of the
lake by approximately 50 million gallons. The new spillway
is a 5.5 cycle, 4-stage labyrinth weir with a total effective
length of over one quarter of a mile. It consists of approxi-
mately 14,000 cubic yards of concrete and 70,000 cubic
yards of soil and aggregate material.

This project is another example of the Auburn Water Works
Board’s commitment to ensure the residents in the City of
Auburn are supplied with safe, reliable drinking water.

To receive the certificate, a government organization must pub-
lish an easily readable and efficiently organized comprehensive
annual financial report (CAFR) that satisfies generally accepted
accounting principles and applicable legal requirements.

The program, which was established in 1945, is now rec-
ognized by financial institutions and rating agencies as the
standard for governmental reporting.

Along with the help of auditors and other participating City staff
members, the Finance Department works to perfect this docu-
ment year after year. This recurring achievement is an example of
the City of Auburn Finance Department’s commitment to excel-
lence in financial reporting and accountability to those it serves.
